To apply for EAOM diploma exemption, the following must be provided:	

1. Self-assessment score; totalling more than 100
2. Evidence; evidence of all clinical, academic and professional practice as laid out in the self-assessment criteria. All evidence (e.g. degree certificates, publications, formal documentation of teaching and leadership roles) should be combined in a single document and clearly labelled 
3. Letter to the EAOM Educational Committee; explaining how the candidate meets the self-assessment criteria through their clinical, academic, and professional practice
4. Curriculum vitae (CV)
